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Ogilvy Lakes Interiors
Having worked with the houses at Blueberry Lake Resort and managed the rentals for nearly 3 years, we have learnt a great deal about the materials used within the homes. On the whole, everything chosen for Blueberry Lake has lasted well with regards to wear and tear. We have however made a few minor tweaks to some the products used, to either improve the quality or for the benefit of reducing maintenance in the house. The designs of the houses will stay the same. The few minor modifications are purely to enhance the houses. The changes made to the colour schemes of the interiors are to provide Ogilvy Lakes with a unique identity and feel from Blueberry Lake.
As a result the following modifications have been made:

	Colour schemes
	We have used colours of the interior log to set the palette for the colours of all wood products within the house. The logs themselves are golden. The knots on the logs have tan, warm brown and dark brown colourations.

At Ogilvy Lakes we have used the warm browns for the wooden flooring on the main floor, and both the kitchen and bathroom units. 

All free standing furniture  at Blueberry Lake  is a mix of black and dark brown and this will be replaced by pieces in a solid warm brown to match the darker portion of the knots and blend with the logs, the wooden flooring and all units.



	Kitchen
	Units - Colour change as above
Flooring – We used slate tiles at Blueberry Lake. By their very nature the slate is rugged and never produces a flat surface. This has on occasion provided reason for rental complaints. We have therefore opted for a beautiful cream and brown coloured ceramic that will lighten the kitchen floor, be easier to keep clean and not cause complaints.
Formica work surface – We used a laminate product at Blueberry Lake which is aesthetically pleasing and matches the tan units in the kitchen. However on occasion people who have rented the houses have not looked after the work surface and placed hot pots on it – causing a bubble effect. For this reason we have opted for a ceramic surface. The tiles chosen are from the same colour family as the floor and blends with the flooring and wall units.



	Bathroom
	Colour change – as mentioned above.
Design change – at Blueberry Lake all bathroom vanities have 2 doors and drawers with hardware. For the main part nothing is ever stored in them. In order to update the look of the bathrooms we have opted for a simple clean line design that looks chic and is appealing to the eye.



	Furniture
	Sofas – this was one area that we decided to improve. The sofas chosen come from a company called Jaymar who use the best quality fillings for support and longevity. The sofas look chic and will last the wear and tear of the rental pool.
Bedroom furniture – to create a slightly different look at Ogilvy we have chosen a different bedroom suite. We are using the same supplier, as we are delighted with the quality and durability of the furniture. The “Soma/Lodo” range of bedroom products is made from clear maple wood. “The look is clean and simple, almost architectural”.

For both the sofas and the bedroom furniture as the owner you have 2 colour options.

Sofas

· Fall colours – predominantly based around rusts, golds and olive green
· Neutral colours – predominantly based around browns and golds

Bedroom collections

· Soma – a warm dark brown

· Lodo – a golden brown

	Bathrooms in the  Labelle and Iroquois
	Main floor and upper bathrooms – on the original plans both houses had 60”*42” whirlpool bath in the 2 bathrooms on the main and upper floors, mounted on a podium. 

From a rental perspective these baths have unfortunately caused problems with maintenance and housekeeping and customer satisfaction. 

We still wanted to have a wow factor in the 4 bathrooms where these oval whirlpool baths were situated, and in order to modernise yet keep the rustic feel to the chalet we offer an alternative as a 67” roll top, claw foot bath. By removing the podium in the Labelle we also have enough room for his & hers sinks in the main and upper bathrooms.

Should you still wish to have a Jacuzzi bath, we now offer this as an upgrade for the standard 5’ and 6’ baths found in the Iroquois and Papineau homes.
Rental wise – hot tubs are requested and used more than the Jacuzzi bath.



	Chimney Location
	The chimney for the house models will be located in the following positions unless otherwise requested: 

· Papineau – central to the living room, in front of the stairs

· Labelle – front corner of the living room

· Papineau – double fireplace between dining and living room
